
 Spanish Class at Washington-Hoyt 
  
PTA-sponsored 2011 before-school Spanish classes will begin once a week on Tuesday 
February 15th.  There is a one-time $5.00 fee to cover copies and supplies for ten weekly 
classes.

The registration deadline is Friday, February 4th.   Be sure to return the required form 
to your child’s teacher no later than Friday, February 4th.   The class is limited to 24 
students.   We will notify all applicants of enrollment by February 11th. 
 
SPANISH classes are Tuesdays from 8:00 to 8:45 am in the Art Room in the Washington 
basement.  The first class is February 15th.  There will be no class March 29th during 
spring break.  The last class is April 26th.   
 
The theme of this class series is: “Traveling Spanish.”  This is a practice-oriented class 
that will cover greetings, introductions, requests, directions, food, beverages, money, 
and more.  Vocabulary sheets will be sent home each week with the children.  This will 
be a fun and informative class for all age levels.  Attendance, participation, and a good 
attitude are all vital to learning success.  Please discuss with your child that regular 
classroom rules and expectations apply to Spanish classes. 
 
Parent volunteers are needed and welcome!  You don't need to speak Spanish to help.  
Duties include walking children to and from Hoyt before and after class, and lending a 
hand during class activities.  (The Spanish teacher is not responsible for getting students 
to/from class or before-school daycare.)
